ÅParasitic copepods

ÅSymptoms
ïreduced extension of polyps and/or the coral tissue

ïchange in coloration, typically involving a loss of colored 
pigments from tips and branches, and a change to a more 
uniform brown color

ïreduced or stalled growth rates

ïloss of tissue pigmentation including the loss of 
zooxanthellae pigmentation resulting in a bleached 
appearance

ïlocal or colony-wide tissue loss, possibly as a result of 
colonization stress rather than from direct consumption of 
tissue by predation

ïdeath of the colony
