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Editors Review of the new Seio Pumps
Like most reef addicts I am constantly looking for better  more realist ways to improve 
the living environment for my reef inhabitants.   Lately I have become obsessed about 
water movement.  I started looking into the Tunze family of water circulation systems 
but the price was a major deterrent.  Fortunately I was steered toward one of the new 
Seio Super Flow Pumps by Rio.

This Seio pump, I am using the M820 model, is a great little pump.  It moves 820 GPH in 
an indirect pattern.  The water distribution comes out in a widespread pattern and 
evenly distributes without any harsh direct flow.  This is a nice advantage over the small 
direct flow that comes from most powerheads.  The intake design is also a much better 
design than the powerheads I am used to cleaning.  I have had this pump running in 
my tank for over a month and have yet had to clean the water intake holes.  The intake 
can easily be turned down for less flow.   The size and energy consumption is also a big 
advantage to running this pump.  The pump itself without the housing or accessories 
(not needed for maximum operation) is just a little bigger than a Maxijet 1200.  The 
pump runs very cool with the newly designed ceramic bearings and shaft, and 
consumes only 18W compared to the Maxijet 1200 at 14W.  

Right now the Seio has the M620 (620GPH) and the M820 (820GPH) available for purchase.  Seio plans on also releasing a 
M1100, M1500, and a M2600 with the same GPH as the numbers suggest.  These are not due out  for consumer purchase 
until later this year or early next year. 

Of course there are a couple of drawbacks.  May reefers are still wary of the past perfor-
mance of similar pumps.  However please note that this is a completely redesigned 
model and any operational defects in the past should have been left with the older 
models.  The mounting system is another small drawback.  Although it comes with 
multiple mounting options, they area little lacking in design.  The brackets included 
mount the pump too close to the aquarium surface and the pump is strong enough it 
tends to suck air from above the waterline.  I have mine mounted with the suction cup 
mount included which seems to be working fine.  However, this is a lot of pump to be 
depending on the reliability of the dreaded suction cup.

Overall,  I think the Seio super flow pumps are a great pump at a good price.  They are definitely an attractive solution for 
eliminating many of the powerheads most of us have in our reef systems.
